District 7570 is supporting the Zone 33-34 FEED10MILLION program 
this Rotary year.  Our goal is to provide 1,100,000 meals. 
  
What counts as a meal?  Here are the meal equivalents: 
$1.00 = 4 meals 
1.2 pounds of food donated = 1 meal (include backpacks here) 
1 volunteer hour = 10 meals 
20 pounds of venison = 100 meals 

  

What can you do?  Suggestions for Hunger / Feed10Million Service 
projects include, but are not limited to: 

-Serve meals at a food kitchen 
-Serve meals at a club/Area/District event 
-Pack or deliver food at a food bank 
-Pack or deliver food for a backpack program 
-Pack or deliver food in concert with another organization (i.e. Meals on 
Wheels) 
-Participate in a Rise Against Hunger, Meals of Hope, or another similar 
packing event 
-Provide funds to collaborate with another organization 
-Collaborate and donate to local food pantries and/or regional food banks 
-Donate venison to your local food bank 
-Personal donations count as long as they tell you!
